In a letter dated March 29", | was informed by the Lutheran Theological
Southern Seminary Board of Trustees that | had been selected as the Reinartz
Scholar for the 2011-2012 academic year. One pastor is selected each year by
the LTSS Board of Trustees to be the Reinartz Scholar. The pastor is chosen
from nominations submitted by the Bishops of the five supporting Synods of
the seminary.

The Reinartz Scholarship is named after Dr. F. Epping Reinartz, who served
as President of LTSS from 1960 - 1970. The Reinartz Scholar program offers
the selected pastor the opportunity to spend a week on the seminary campus
to pursue independent study in an area of ministry of his/her interest. In addition, the Reinartz Scholar is
available to meet and interact with faculty and
Eucharist on Thursday evening.

The letter from the seminary states in part:

Nominations are submitted by the serving bishops in ELCA Region 9, so that they might recognize
outstanding ministry among their pastors and promote the prestige and resources of the seminary
among its partner synods.

The Board of Trustees selects the Reinartz Scholar against the following criteria:

Demonstrated excellence in ministry, as described by the nominating bishop, that can be shared
with the seminary community.

Ability to relate well with seminarians and faculty.
Desire or need for study, especially as relates to a special project in ministry or publication.

Several superb nominations were reviewed, but the Board in consultation with President Miller,
considered your nomination by Bishop Benoway to be superior to all others.

The tentative date for my week at the seminary will be early to mid October. My focus will be on preaching. |
will be working with The Rev. Dr. Shauna K. Hannan, Professor of Homiletics, to develop themes and
sermons for Advent i Easter. Because of the volume of work that is involved, | will take a second week to
complete the project. Both the staff and | have found the work | have done on these projects in the past to
be immensely helpful. It allows us to have continuity in the worship service between the sermon, music and
childrenés church.

One of the blessings of the Reinartz Scholar program is that all expenses are paid out by the seminary.
The scholarship includes room, board and travel for the pastor plus the cost of the supply pastor for the
congregation.

Needless to say, | am humbled and grateful for this opportunity. | also am thankful for our partnership in
ministry. You have created the context for my work to be recognized and rewarded with this wonderful
opportunity.
