Why are mentors vital to confirmation ministry?

Young people make better choices when adults mentor them.
When teens have positive adult role models they are far more likely to make positive life choices.
Teenagers need close adult relationships.

Todayds society causes peopitoeond hamah entanto Wehave g-onbilat e
voice mail, text messaging, blogs, etc. that allows us to interact with people without actually talking to

or seeing anyone. Teens, however, need caring adults involved in their lives to encourage them as they
develop emotionally, physically, and spiritually.

Teenagers need adults to help them develop lifelong faith relationships with Jesus Christ.

A well-known study was done that asked college students why they remained faithful to Christ in the
midst of opposing influences. The college students cited four major influences in their middle and high
school years that strengthened them in their resolve to remain faithful: accountability; responsibility,
adult leaders in their church; and special events such as camps, mission trips, and retreats.

Accountability and responsibility happen in the midst of strong relationships with peers and adults.
Adults who show a genuine caring are vital to the lifelong choices young people must make and are much
more important than flashy programs.

Have you ever considered becoming a mentor for one of our Confirmation youth?

There are several youth in Confirmation that do not have a mentor. Students are generally asked to
choose an adult to be their mentor, but several of these young people are new to our Apostles family.
They are not comfortable in doing the asking; th

some 2nd year students that need a mentor.
Have you ever considered the importance of becoming a mentor for one of our Confirmation youth?

General expectations for mentors include regular and faithful attendance at Sunday or Wednesday
classes with your confirmand. While the commitment is only for one year, it is our hope that mentors
would want to share the entire Confirmation experience with the confirmand for the full two -year
period.
