50 years and counting!

Looking at what was happening in the early church as it reached its 50t anniversary of
ministry and comparing it to what we are facing here at Apostles as we celebrate our 50t anniversary is both
fascinating and instructive. Despite the nearly 2000 years that separate these two anniversaries, there are som
remarkable parallels. Knowing that the early church not only survived but thrived during those challenging times

shows us the resiliency of the church. It also encourages us to have faith that Apostles can thrive in the years to
come as we face the challenges of the future that awaits us.

Fifty years after the resurrection of Jesus, the church was proclaiming the gospel in an increasingly hostile
environment. By the year 83 A.D., the church was cut off from the familiar surroundings of the land of its birth.

Jerusalem had been sacked by the Romans, and Jewish Christians had been dispersed to the four corners of the

Empire. By now there had been tremendous demographic changes in the church as well. Due to the success of
Paul ds mission to the Gentiles, the pendulum had sw
Jewish. Now the majority of Christians were Gentiles. Also, with the possible exception of John, all the pillars of
the church were gone. The years and the persecutions had claimed the lives of those who had led the church in its
formative years.

While the challenges ahead were daunting, God had not left the church empty -handed. By 83 A.D., the gospels of
Mark, Matthew and Luke had been written, as well as important letters by Paul, Peter and James. A developing
tradition and new order of leaders (bishops and presbyters) were beginning to guide the church into its next
phase of life and ministry. These gifts to the church would be pivotal in helping it move forward to the present
day.

Like the early Church, Apostles is facing a rapidly changing environment for ministry. While Apostles has not
moved physically, the explosion of technology, the influx of people in the Brandon area and the speed at which
change now occurs in all areas of life have made Brandorfi and the world i a far different place than it was in
1962 when Apostles was born.

We also have had a demographic shift. Beyond the influx of people moving to Brandon, the people joining
Apostles today come from a wide range of backgrounds and faith experiences. While we still have a substantial
number of life -long Lutherans, more and more members come from other church backgroundsii if they come
from any church background at all. And like the early church at 50, we have seen the passing of the torch from the
original group of leaders to their successors. There are only a handful of charter members who are still with us.

As we face all the challenges that come with these change8 including the angst caused by the reality that doing
things the way we usedtbo e s ndt wor k anymore no matt er fi@God hanootlbft
Apostles empty-handed. God has raised up good and faithful leaders who serve on Council, as deacons, ag
Stephen Ministers, as leaders in various ministries and on Staff. We also have the blessings of the abiding presencs
of the risen Christ, the empowering presence of the Holy Spirit, the wise counsel and faithful witness of the Holy

Scriptures, and the rich tradition of our Lutheran (evangelical catholic) heritage of theology and worship.

As we face the future, we can give thanks for the first 50 years of Apostles and its ministries which have been
entrusted to us. We also can look forward to the future in faith and hope because as we face the challenges of the
next 50 years, we know that God has not left us empty-handed.

On January 8", Pastor shared a story during his sermon about a group of nuns on a trip together. At each
stop, one nun slipped away from the group. She would quietly return to the group before it was time to
depart. The other nuns began to wonder what she was up to so one day they followed her. They saw the
nun go down in a gulley and turn over a large rock, dust off her hands, and return to the group! When they
asked why she did this, she replied that she would only pass this way once, and she wanted to leave this
place different than how she found it.

Our challenge 8 how can we make this place we are in different; how can we leave this world better than
how we find it? It is all about discipleship 0 going out into our communities and being the hands of God in
this world &turning over some rocks (so to speak) to make this a different and better world.

Many of our youth are finding out in very meaningful ways what this path of discipleship is all about. Here
are a few examples of how our <confirmands are | ¢
rockso.

Some companies are very community minded and encourage their employees to be involved to help others.
Dawn Podaril works for such a company 6 Southeastern Freight Lines. Dawn along with daughter Lexi
Podaril (a 7" grader and first year confirmand), friends and coworkers, came to help a very small
congregation of older persons. They pressure washed, painted, planted and did general clean up for this
congregation. They also set up a yard sale and donated all the proceeds (about $500) to the church to use
for the churchos work in their community.

Lexi was also part of a 12 person crew who helped a widowed woman in Thonotosassa weed, pressure
wash, plant and trim bushes and rake leaves since she was unable to do all of it. The crew even put down
some new border timbers around her flower beds.

These projects require getting up early on Saturd
friends to help others.

Eric Zimmerman, also a first year confirmand,  asked his friends in scouts to help him collect warm cloth-
ing for people that are  homeless. They gathered a large amount of clothing and Eric sorted clothes and
brought them to people that are homeless to help provide warmth during our cold winter nights. All
persons involved may be nameless, but that is not the important factor. The act of reaching out to help
those less fortunate stay warm in the winter months is discipleship dbei ng God&és hands
